your support of our missions at Sonrise Lutheran. Your donation has
been a true blessing to our congregation and helped ease some of the
concern over financials and re-focus attention on what is really

i mportant, sharing Gododos Word.

In November the congregation voted unanimously to go forth and
extend a Call to Rev. Mark Peske who serves as a Mission Pastor in
the Red Lake Reservation. We received notice in mid-December that
Rev. Peske turned down the Call. Although initially disappointed, we
realize that God needs the Red Lake Mission to continue and that He
already has someone else picked to lead our congregation. For the
past 1 %2 years, we were blessed to have Rev. Bruce Richardson
serve as our interim pastor. On December 27" Pastor Richardson
gave his last sermon as our pastor, and at his request, his contract
was not renewed. Pastor Richardson has just retired prior to his call to
Avon, and he and his wife still live in Mounds View, which meant for
some challenging drives in the winter. While sad to see him go, we
are happy that he can now truly retire.

On January 7" our Call Committee met with Rev. Dave Strohschein
and our new possible interim pastor, Rev. Alan Rehwaldt. Because
we are not sure how long the interim may be, we felt it was important
to meet Rev. Rehwaldt to discuss the challenges and direction of the
congregation. We will be holding a meeting to decide whether or not
to pursue a contract on an interim basis. As a congregation. We still
intend to move forward in the call process, however because of the
timing, we will also have the opportunity to strongly consider a call to
a candidate directly out of Seminary. We have a definite sense of
urgency, but will not act hastily. As you can see, there are many
unknowns, but we have faith that this is all part of a greater plan.
